CARING CUPBOARD REPORT 
JUNE REPORT 

Here are the main figures for the month of May: 

1. Expenditures = $6006; Revenue = $3600 
2. 15 Businesses donated 5100 lbs of product 
3. 13 Churches donated 2000 lbs of product 
4. 7 Organizations donated 4600 lbs. of product (this includes a ton and a half from the postal drive). 
5. 41 Individual donations came in at 1100 lbs. of product 
6. Purchases were made from 7 vendors totaling 7305 lbs. of product (this is mostly for perishables and 

for stocking of the Summer Lunch Program but some of it reflects our need for cereal and juice.) 
7. TOTAL DONATED PRODUCT WAS 16,400 LBS.  TOTAL HANDLED WAS 23,705 LBS. 

We are maintaining our weekly client totals at 120 families but we are still seeing an increase of families 
registering with us, some of which are former clients who are finding it tougher to go it alone. 

The Advisory Council for the Caring Cupboard seems to be all but complete as far as membership:  We 
have two ministers, four Caring Cupboard personnel, two community representatives, the PACC lawyer, 
and two business representatives. We still need a third minister and a representative from a non-PACC 
church. It is also suggested that we add an accountant. We continue to struggle with paying operating 
costs. Our latest research indicates that operating cost should account for 15% of our budget needs which 
is pretty good for a non-profit. The problem is the director and his staff are reluctant to allocate donated 
money to operating for fear that the donors expect it to go 100% to food purchasing. This is my way of up-
dating you that we must put some of the product money to operating. 

We have all but eliminated Community Needs funding but are trying our best to direct our 
clients to agencies that can help. We will continue to make special requests based on 
emergency needs. We are slowly accepting the reality that community needs has to be a 
totally separate entity and maybe even under different management. 

The Summer Lunch Program is up and running. We have 45 families involved representing 
100 school-aged children. We are reasonably well stocked. 

We welcome Angela Riegle to our operating team as the new Volunteer Coordinator. 

We are continuing to fulfill our commission to feed those in need.

Faith Commitment Update: 
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So…July and August com-
bined into one. That takes 
care of most of the summer 
and, as I write this towards 
the end of June, we’re off to 
a great start!  The land-
scapes are a-blooming, 

birds are a-singing, sun (most of the 
time) is a-shining! AND, I hope you’re all enjoying 
all of it! 

June brought us the end of PEP and the end of 
Tai Chi, BUT the beginning of the Walk With God 
program. Never fear, the Health Ministry will al-
ways prod you into exercise! I’d like to see more 
of you sign up for the Walk With God program – 
it’s the easiest form of exercise ever…no one 
makes you go faster or farther and you can even 
do something else, like gardening or golfing, to 
earn your miles if you don’t like to walk, so what’s 
your excuse? We’re off to a good start! Come join 
us! 

Now…I was sitting here trying to decide what to 
write about and feeling totally tired and over-
whelmed by all the ―stuff‖ on my plate today.  
We, as a population at large, seem to do that to 
ourselves, don’t we? – pile things on until we 
can’t find the top of the stack anymore. So today, 
I’m writing about fatigue. 

Now, for some of us the cause of fatigue is simply 
multi-tasking to the max or not getting enough 
sleep but, if you are careful about multi-tasking 
and you do get a healthy 7-8 hours of sleep a 
night, why are you still tired? Here are 7 hidden 
causes of fatigue you should explore with your 
doctor if you have fatigue that goes on more than 
a week and there is no reasonable explanation: 

Fatigue Cause #1 – anemia. Anemia hits women 
more than men and can be caused – among other 
things - by issues with the reproductive cycles, 
internal bleeding, a deficiency of iron, folic acid or 
vitamin B12, or chronic diseases like kidney dis-
ease. Diagnosis can be confirmed by a blood test 
and treatment can be simple, depending upon 
the cause. 

Fatigue Cause #2 – hypoactive thyroid.  If you are 
getting sluggish, run down, and even a little de-
pressed, your problem may be a slow thyroid.

Again, blood tests can confirm this diagnosis 
and replacement thyroid hormone therapy can 
fix it. 

Fatigue Cause #3 – Undiagnosed urinary tract 
infection. Believe it or not, a urinary tract infec-
tion does not always give the usual symptoms of 
burning and urgency but can hit your immune 
system hard enough to run you down and give 
you fatigue. It’s easy to confirm a diagnosis and 
the treatment is usually an oral antibiotic. 

Fatigue Cause #4 – Caffeine overload. Most of us 
grab a coffee or cola for a quick burst of energy 
but for some patients, continued abuse results in 
fatigue. The solution for this problem – eliminate 
caffeine from your diet as much as possible. 

Fatigue Cause #5 – Food intolerances. While 
food is supposed to give us energy, some doctors 
believe hidden food intolerances can do the op-
posite. Sometimes even mild food intolerance 
can leave you feeling sleepy and, if you eat the 
offending food long enough, you can find yourself 
truly exhausted. If you suspect you may have a 
food intolerance, start with an elimination diet, 
cutting out foods that seem to cause you to feel 
sleepy within 10-30 minutes of eating them. 

Fagigue Cause #6 – Sleep apnea. We’ve heard a 
lot about this condition but have you actually 
explored the idea with your doctor? Not only can 
sleep apnea cause you to feel exhausted, but it 
puts you at high risk for cardiovascular condi-
tions. 

Fatigue Cause #7 – Undiagnosed heart disease.  
If you find yourself becoming exhausted after 
activity that never used to bother you, it may be 
time to talk to your doctor about the possibility 
of heart disease. A blockage, especially, can cut 
down on your energy as the heart struggles to 
maintain a proper circulating 
volume of blood. 

There are many 
causes for fatigue 
and these only 
mention a few.  
Fatigued? Get it 
checked out!
